(Proverbs 15:9,26) God’s incomparable holiness merits our
worship. (Revelation 15:4)

God is immutable. God does not change. (Malachi 3:6)

God is just. Everything He does is right and fair. He fulfills all His
promises. (Psalm 119:137)

God is LOVE. Although God hates sin, yet He loves sinners. (John 3:16,
Romans 5:8)
